Storage Information:

Protect from freezing; store in a cool, dry place
at room temperature. Product must be used
within one year of purchase.

Application Method:
For best results, follow these steps:

1. Gut pipe straight and remove all burrs. With
a clean dry rag remove dirt, grease and
moisture.

2. Check dry fit. Pipe should go into fitting easily
/4”10 %/4” of the way.

3. Remove glossy surface with Cleaner Primer
or sandpaper just before cementing.

4. Apply an even very liberal layer of cement to
pipe. Cement must be more than enough to fill
any gaps.
